Permanent dog tags were issued to all
registered dogs in Arran-Elderslie starting
in 2017. If your dog was registered you
will receive an invoice in January 2020.
The invoice will remain $15 per dog up
until March 31%. On April 1% the invoice
will be $25. Replacement tags are
available according to the By-Law for $5.

If your dog is unregistered please call the
office to obtain a dog tag, and to avoid
additional charges & fines.

Bridge Infrastructure Master Plan

Arran-Elderslie has initiated a Bridge Infrastructure Master Plan which will identify future infrastructure needs for a
group of older bridges distributed throughout the municipality. The bridges, built between 1910 and 1950, require
significant rehabilitation or replacement in the next 5 to 10 years and, as a group, represent a significant capital
commitment. The Master Plan will consider factors such as traffic volumes, capacity, local and regional
transportation linkages, expected replacement cost, and potential heritage value. As an outcome of the process,
one or more of the structures may be identified for removal and/or permanent retirement from vehicular traffic.
